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Lakewood Symphonic Mixed Choir Travels to
Virginia

The Lakewood High School Symphonic Mixed

Choir recently returned from a wonderful

concert tour that took them throughout
Virginia - from Northern Virginia to Williamsburg. Forty-eight
people, including 40 students, 7 chaperones, and Dr. Lisa
Hanson, were on the trip that began on Thursday, April 15,
concluded Sunday, April 18. Their first stop was Strasburg,
Virginia, in Northern Virginia, near Winchester, where they
performed at the Strasburg United Methodist Church. Strasburg
is the hometown of Dr. Hanson's relatives. Dr. Hanson's mother
grew up in the next town south, Toms Brook. The church
provided a lovely dinner and reception following the concert.
The choir received a standing ovation. The week following the
trip, one attendee emailed Dr. Hanson saying:

We can't remember when we have enjoyed anything quite
like those young people, and your direction. It made us
have chills and brought forth beautiful emotions, right
from the start! Their voices were like a symphony of
Angels! Afterwards, when we were having a snack, in the
Fellowship Hall, some of the students came and sat with
us, and we were equally impressed with their Hearts.

The next day the choir traveled through the mountains to
Richmond, where they sang at Virginia Commonwealth
University in a workshop headed by their choral director, Dr.
John Guthmiller. The day ended with swimming at the hotel in
Williamsburg.

Saturday included a guided sightseeing tour of Williamsburg,
some free time to eat and shop, an authentic colonial dinner at
Shields Tavern, and finally the concert at Bruton Parish. The
church is an original parish of Colonial Williamsburg which was
renovated by John D. Rockefeller. Once, again, the choir
received a standing ovation in the beautiful church, lit only by
the sconces and candelabra.

The trip was a huge success, and a wonderful opportunity to
perform, get to know each other better, and experience a part of
our country's history and culture many have never known. My
thanks go to the Lakewood Music Boosters for their financial
support of the trip, to Dr. Wagner and the administration for
their support, and to the chaperones, Stacie Dashiell, Andrea
Dodrill, Judy Fesko, Peter Hampton, Janice Snyder, Michael
Tabeling, and Carol Wagner for their patience, help, and terrific
personalities throughout the trip.
